A Boating Story 

August 1, 2000 - a beautiful sunny West coast morning in Pender Harbour, BC. 

Jim & Elaine watch the boats leave Coho Marina for another day of fishing, as 

they finish their morning coffee...early retirement is treating them well. The 

biggest decision of the day awaits them: a day of fishing, prawning and digging 

fresh clams;  a scenic bicycle ride around the town site; or a leisurely paddle 

through the nooks and crannies of the harbour. Choosing the latter, the couple 

sets out for Gun Boat Bay, through the 300m channel which opens to the tiny 

protected bay surrounded by picturesque homes. Gliding effortlessly through the

rogue wave! Without notice the canoe capsizes and both occupants are dumped 

into the chilly water. After the initial shock, they find their way back to their 

respective ends of the overturned canoe. Having spent the majority of their adult 

lives on the water, they are not overly concerned that the lifejackets are stowed 

away in the boat and therefore of little use. As the current gradually carries them 

out into the open waters of Garden Bay, they speak calmly to one another, as Jim 

attempts to direct the canoe toward shore, noting that it has been nearly 30 

minutes with no signs of rescue. A short time later, Elaine notices Jim has taken 

on a bluish appearance and is non-responsive when she calls to him. In horror, 

Elaine watches as Jim begins to sink beneath the surface. She swims to his side 

and blindly reaches under the water to grasp his shirt, pulling him back to the

boat appears and the two are pulled aboard. Racing to land, the rescuers begin

lose him. Arriving at the main town-site dock, Jim is whisked to the awaiting 

ambulance. Elaine, wrapped in blankets, is transported to the local clinic and 

treated for Hypothermia and shock. Elaine now learns that Jim is on his way to 

Vancouver by helicopter. As word of the accident reaches the community back at 

Coho Marina, Elaine is released and taken home where neighbours and good 

friends John and Loretta await, along with the RCMP. Once settled with friends 

by her side, Elaine is informed the unthinkable has happenedτJim has passed en 

route to Vancouver. 

This summer marks the 10th anniversary of the accident and it still feels like 

yesterday I received the news that my father had died. My hope is that this 

tragedy will serve as a reminder to race well and enjoy, but pleaseτbe safe!
